ABOUT THE TRAINING COURSE
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The TC “Rights,Love & Rock’n Roll" will address the topic to explore the issue of Human Rights and develop individual competences of a Human Rights Protector. The project will explore the issue of Human Rights in general and particular will tackle the issues of labor rights, the right to found a family and the right to leisure. The project will explore the issue of Human Rights in general and particular will tackle the issues of labor rights, the right to found a family and the right to leisure. All 3 components will be explored both from national and international legislation point of view and the reality that surround us. 

In regard to the Labor, participant will get familiar with the international conventions based on nondiscrimination values and International Labor Organization experience in this field. Participants will explore the youth unemployment issue and will be introduced into the Top 10 steps to get a job. It will start from how to create  a qualitative CV and end up with the gender efficiency and occupational stress. 
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In regard to the right to marry and found a family, participants will explore the issue from legislative point of view but as well will discuss the concept of the family as an European value.  Different cultural and social aspects will be debated and the topic of population decline will be raised up.  The issue of Love and sexual education is a topic to be further explored.  

In regard to the right to leisure, beside the conventional aspects, participants will be introduced into the healthy lifestyle and outdoor activities.  Participant will discuss differed European concerns as drugs, alcoholism etc  and how it can be replaced with a healthy style of spending the free time. 

All in one as youth leaders and HR protectors participants will develop individual competencies to be used while working with youth mainly as HRE.
 
The TC is planned to be implemented in Costesti, Chisinau, Republic of Moldova, between  08 – 16 June 2014, and involve 10 organizations coming from Programme Countries and EECA region. We expect to have a group of 30 participants motivated to learn about Human Rights issue (more in details about the right to work, the right to create a family and the right to leisure) and as well those interested to initiate new partnership in this domain.
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PROJECT DATES 
You are expected to arrive on June, 08 before 19.00 and departure on June, 16 before 12.00 (after breakfast). If you plan to come earlier or stay after, you will be responsible for your stay. 
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ACCOMMODATION
Participants will be hosted in the recreation complex ,, Satul de Vacanta” in Costesti, Chisinau, Republic of Moldova.

We will provide the transfer from the arriving point to the hotel, based on information you will provide in your participation form. 3 euro will be deduced from the reimbursement for the transfer facilities (arriving and departure).

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Regarding the Travel Reimbursement – 70% of your travel expenses will be reimbursed based on the Youth in Action rules and in the limits of the travel budget. It will be made on spot, based on the travel documents such us: original ticket, invoice and boarding passes. There will be no reimbursement done without veridical documents.
The insurance will be on your own responsibility, without being reimbursed.
